Subject:- Guidelines for Admission to Diploma in Acupuncture Therapy in academic year 2025-26
Reference: 1. Maharashtra Acupuncture System of Therapy Act 2015
2. Maharashtra Acupuncture Council Rules 2019
3. Letter No.137/22/Education-1, dated-05/09/2024 from Department of Medical Education
and Research, Mumbai.

Maharashtra council of Acupuncture has accorded Permission to institutions to start First year
Diploma Course in Acupuncture Therapy as per Government order and the powers conferred by Rule
No. 15 of Maharashtra Acupuncture System of Therapy Act 2015.

The institutes those who have been given permission and affiliation by the council should adhere the
Guidelines strictly while, conducting the admission process for the year 2025-26.

Eligibility Criteria for Admission-
1. Candidates interested to take admission in Acupuncture Therapy Diploma course must have passed

minimum 10+2 std. with English subject in any stream (Arts, Commerce, Science) with minimum

40% marks, from State of Maharashtra.

Candidate must be at least 18 years of age at the time of admission.

Science stream candidates should be given priority for admission.

The Diploma in Acupuncture shall be started from 1% September, 2025 at all approved institutes.

Students from outside Maharashtra will be required to submit Equivalency Certificate while

admitting to this course.

6. Candidates from outside the country will be required to obtain Class 12th std. equivalency certificate
from Association of Indian Universities, New Delhi.

7. While implementing of admission process, Reservation Policy of the state government should be
strictly observed.

8. Except candidates having more than 50% blindness, handicapped candidates shall be eligible for
reservation as per rule.

9. Admission process will be done only once in a year.

10. The student should be medically fit to study the course Medical Certificate will be mandatory.

11. Students must be at least 18 years of age at the time of admission. The Institute shall not under any
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circumstances fill more seats than the sanctioned capacity.

12. Every institution must provide Audio-Visual (with Smart TV), Internet Facility with CCTV Camera
for E-learning.

13. Biometric Attendance facility must be available for attendance of faculty and staff.

14. Clean water, Toilet, Fire security etc. facility should be made available in the institute.

15. Student should not indulge in any kind of ragging, if noticed strict action as per Central and State

Anti- Ragging Act will be taken.
