As per Rule 64(3) of the Maharashtra Council of Acupuncture Rules, 2019, every practitioner

registered with the Maharashtra Council of Acupuncture must obtain the credit hours prescribed by
the Council.

Registered Acupuncture practitioners with Maharashtra Council of Acupuncture in India and
Maharashtra are allowé% to.earn up to 50% of credit points’ through online CAE programs

conducted by council- approved institutions over five years.
Practitioners residing abroad are permltted to.earn 100% of credit points through online CAE

" programs.

A maximum of 4 credit points will be granted for participation in national conferences, seminars,
or workshops organized by recognized institutions.

A maximum of 2 credit points will be granted for participation in other conferences or workshops.
4 credit points will be awarded for the publication of a textbook with an ISBN number.

2 credit points will be awarded for publishing a research paper in an indexed journal or presenting
at a national/state-level conference.

For participation in international conferences (online or offline), a maximum of 3 credit points will
be awarded based on the quality of the conference and speakers.

Duration of any conference, a maximum of 4 credit points will be awarded.




Teaching & Training:

14. Faculty members teaching in a recognized acupuncture institute will be awarded 2 credit points

for every six months of teaching. A certificate from the principal/head of the institute is required
for the same.

15. For three hours of teaching, 1 credit point will be awarded (for three lecturers). For six hours of

teaching, 2 credit points will be awarded (for six lecturers). A maximum of 4 credit points can be
earned per conference.

Renewal Process:

16. The renewal cycle is five years and will start from the date of new registration or the last renewal

date.

Objective of the Continuing Acupuncture Education (CAE) Program:

The government has made it mandatory for every registered acupuncture practitioner to obtain
the credit hours prescribed by the council. However, the primary goal of the CAE program is not
just to earn credit points but to ensure that practitioners:

Enhance their knowledge in acupuncture

Stay updated with new treatment methods

Develop a research-oriented approach

To develop knowledge in advance and modern Technology, Research, equipment through senior

experts in Acupuncture Therapy
Gain insights into new discoveries, modern technology, and advanced equipment through expert
